TV talk show: National Parks in the U.S.A.

You come from different parts of the U.S.A. and have come to this talk show to discuss the importance and problems of national parks today. You are a specialist for one particular park and use this example to discuss with the other participants.

Depending on your role on the extra role card, here is what you have to do:

1. Tell the other participants who you are and where you come from.

2. Present your national park to the other participants of the talk show. Concentrate on these points:

· Where is your park located? How large is it? How many visitors are there?

· What makes this park special and therefore worth visiting? Have you got any images to show the other guests?

· What activities can visitors take part in?

· Are visitors a problem?

· Are there any environmental problems typical of this park? 

· What could be done to fight these problems?

3. Discuss the topics brought up with your partners. React to what has been said before in order to help a lively discussion to develop. You need not come to a solution of the problems brought up, but should discuss them in detail and make your own point of view clear to the others.
