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Tapescript:

Keith:
Including me. Maybe they're as heavily addicted to nicotine as you are – maybe it even attracts them!

Fiona:
Don't be silly. Gotcha! Another 3 or 4 down! Only 25 billion to go!

Keith:
What about a fire? That might keep them away.

Fiona:
And what, pray tell, are you going to find around here that would burn? Sand is not well known for its properties of combustion, and I don't imagine the organisers would take too kindly to us ripping up sections of the dancefloor. I think that'll be needed tonight.

Keith:
I suppose it will. Looks like it's going to be a pretty big party. How many people do you reckon are here?

Fiona:
Must be about a thousand. It's hard to say because not everyone came by jeep like us. Planes have been landing more or less non-stop all day, with anything from one or two passengers to more than twenty.

Keith:
Yes ... all the ultra-chic jet-setters, the super-rich from every corner of Australia. [...] well, everyone'll be the same tonight, equal rights for all - dinner jackets and evening dresses - you won't be able to tell who's stinking rich and 
who's as poor as we are.

Fiona:
I don't know about that, Keith.

Keith:
What?

Fiona:
I mean the dinner jacket you bought at the flea market in Melbourne. It's pretty old, you know, and some of those grey stains will never come out. I did my best in the hotel last night, but I still reckon everyone'll see that you were robbed when you paid 3 dollars for it. [...] Pass the jacket over, anyway. I'll have another go at that really unpleasant stain on the lapel.

Keith! The flies ...! They're going away! It's ..., it's...

Hey! It's the dinner jacket! They don't like the dinner jacket!

Fiona:

Fiona:
No, seriously. There must be something on the jacket, mothballs or something that keeps off insects.

Maybe that explains the stains. And the smell.

Fiona:
Who knows? There's only one thing for it, though.

What's that?

Fiona:
Put the jacket on right away and come over here beside me! Looks like we might be able to survive the day after all.
