Reading comprehension: The last Catholic king of England
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When the Reformation began to reach Britain, Henry VIII was a Catholic and persecuted
 non-Catholics. However, Henry wanted to get rid of his wife because he didn't love her, but the Catholic church was totally against it. So in 1534 Henry decided that he himself was now the head of the Church of England - and he remarried. After this he and his son, the next king, per​secuted1 Catholics.


Things were the same but different when Mary, the Catholic daughter of Henry from his first wife, became Queen of Eng​land in 1553: now non-Catholics were persecuted. At least 300 men and women were burned at the stake
.


In the years that followed it was sometimes non-Catholics, though usually Catholics, who were persecuted. Just because they had the "wrong" religion church officials, government officials and army officers lost their jobs or everything they owned. Others were sent to prison
 or killed. Some others left England and started a new life in the New World.


In 1685 the Protestants felt worried: the new King of England, James II, was a Catholic. Feelings against him were so strong that there was a revolution. In 1688 James was forced to leave the country and escape to safety in France.


For years Catholics, especially in the Scottish Highlands and in Ireland, hoped that James would return with a big French army and win back his crown. However, he died in 1701 before he could do this. In 1708 and 1715 James' son tried to return and win against the Protestants who had taken over - but without success. Then there was James' grandson: Charles Edward Stuart, generally known as "Bonnie Prince Charlie" ("bonnie" is a Scottish expression for "fine, handsome"). The 24-year-old prince managed to land in Scotland in 1745 and had some success at first. But in the end he failed, too and spent the rest of his life in Italy and France drinking, playing cards and having many love affairs.


In fact, England has never had another Catholic king or queen, because a law from the 18th century says that an English king or queen must be a member of the Church of England. What a strange development: from now on it was the king who would have to have the "right" religion, not the people.
